Televisions, computer monitors and components,
printers, scanners, faxes, laptops, electronic
gaming devices, VCRs, DVD players, stereos, etc.,
(can be working and non-working).

Material for Recycling:

Scrap metal, wood, drywall, cardboard, tires, brush,
flower pots & trays (no plant cell paks or broken
pots), propane tanks (20 Ib) and ink-jet Cartridges.
