Benefits of the Streams Network More Than Jus

ou would think that the main purpose of the

South Simcoe Streams Network Spring Tree
Planting Projects is to plant trees and shrubs for
improved habitat and filtration of pollutants fraoar
watercourses. Actually it’s that and much morele Th
Network provides an umbrella of support and plann
coordination for numerous partners and voluntezrs
participate in stream planting events that berefih
the environment and community.

This spring the South Simcoe Streams Network,

which spans two watersheds and five municipalitie$

engaged in twenty-four volunteer planting events
along our waterways. The events drew over 870
volunteers and 45 partners. The shared communit
connections, resources and expertise resultecin th
completion of spring projects on nineteen sites.
Together we planted almost 11,000 young trees an
shrubs, mulched a third of them, tended previous
year’s seedlings, pulled invasive plants, instatledr
fencing and added some bird houses to the mix.

The Ontario Municipal Board still has not
provided a decision for the Manors of
Colgan and Wayland Farms subdivision Developments.
Until this decision has been received no action can be
taken by the Developers. Should residents wish to review
the decisions once they are made, they can visit the
Ontario Municipal Board website at www.omb.gov.on.ca.

The Province still has not approved the County of
Simcoe’s Official Plan so the Municipality’s recently
adopted Official Plan Amendment (5 year review) which
proposed changes to the current Official Plan is still at the
County for approval. Approval probably will not happen
until all changes have been made to the Official Plan
Amendment to reflect the new approved County Official
Plan and any changes the Province may make to the
Growth Plan in order to reflect the Simcoe Area: A
Strategic Vision for Growth document.

The Ontario Municipal Board provided a Memorandum of
Oral Decision on June 09, 2010 for the draft plan of
subdivision (Evergreen Estates) for Loretto. This permits
the development to proceed subject to completion of
certain documents between the Developer and the
Municipality.

The OP Amendment and Zoning By-law Amendment for
the former church in Hockley have been adopted by
Council. The OP Amendment must now be approved by
the County of Simcoe and the Zoning By-law does not
come into effect until the Official Plan has been approved.
